~ March Theme: Brokenness ~ 

Meredithôs Musings 
 
 

Kintsugi is ñthe Japanese art of fixing broken pottery with lacquer dusted or mixed with powdered 

gold, silver, or platinumò (Wikipedia). Through kintsugi, the broken object is not only repaired, but 

becomes more beautiful ï the cracks forming a lovely shiny metallic accent to the piece. 

 

Brokenness, our theme for March, includes two related ideas here: 

 

1. We can transform tragedy into growth, deepening, and a life of greater wisdom and joy. The 

ñbreaksò in what we thought our lives should be ï loss of a job we expected to keep, loss of a loved 

one, a significant injury or illness -- can serve, ultimately, to open us up to live in a freer, gladder way. 

This is not an inevitable outcome of catastrophe, but it is a possible one. ñWe can let the 

circumstances of our lives harden us so that we become increasingly resentful and afraid,ò as Pema 

Chodron notes, ñor we can let them soften us and make us kinder and more open to what scares us. 

We always have this choice.ò 

 

It will be helpful to reflect on the possibilities for deepening wisdom and tenderness from tragedy 

when we are not in the midst of it. At periods of relative stability in our lives, we are positioned to 

have conversations about the effects of significant loss. (When a friend is in the midst of coping with a 

harrowing loss, itôs probably not the time to say, ñYouôll grow from this.ò) Loss and grief are 

inevitable in life, and the reflections and conversations we have as we explore brokenness can begin to 

prepare us for that pain. We can never make it not hurt. What we can do is nurture habits of thought 

and spirit to help us manage the pain and do the spiritual kintsugi repair work to emerge more 

beautiful. 

 

2. Every gift comes with a shadow. We are sometimes tempted to shake our heads about our own or 

other peopleôs shadow side. ñWell, nobodyôs perfect,ò we might remind ourselves. More accurate, I 

think, would be to say, ñNobody simultaneously exhibits contradictory qualities.ò If your gift is the 

wisdom of experience, the shadow is not having youthful exuberance. If your gift is youthful 

exuberance, the shadow is inexperience. If your gift is speaking your mind freely, the shadow is 

occasionally giving offense. If your gift is diplomacy, the shadow is that you donôt speak your mind 

freely. If your gift is being tall enough to dunk a basketball, the shadow is that your canôt be 

comfortable in the back seat of subcompact car. 

 

Part of understanding brokenness is understanding that our shadow side is not a fault that we want to 

hide and minimize as much as possible. Our shadows are the necessary enablers of our gifts. In fact, 

ultimately, the shadow is the gift, seen from a different angle. As in kintsugi, the beauty comes not 

from trying to hide the cracks, but in learning how to skillfully accentuate them.

From Merriam-Webster: hunker down: to crouch or 
squat, to settle in for an extended period, to assume 
a defensive position to resist difficulties. It feels like 
we have done quite a bit of hunkering in February. 
Record breaking low temperatures and blistering 
wind had many of us literally or figuratively hunker-
ing. And yet some positive notes have come from 
this difficult time. The best quote of the month for 
me came from a junior colleague. He grew up in 
Mexico and did his medical training in Miami. Run-
ning into him outside the hospital in the bitter cold 
and wind last week, he said, "This is so exotic!

The monthly Board of Trustees meeting in February 
included a visit from the Music Committee, with 
presentations from Adam Kent and Lisa Meyer 
about this year's accomplishments to date and 
plans for next year's programming. We may look 
forward to UU inter-congregational choir activities 
and another interesting holiday production for next 
year that once again invites participation from tal-
ented members of our congregation. We also heard 
from the What's in a Name Committee and learned 
that many of the congregants surveyed would favor 
consideration of a name change.

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Perryõs Ponderingsé 
I remember being introduced to the evolutionary theory of 

punctuated equilibrium that is about species moving along in 

stasis or very gradual evolution and then having a sudden ma-

jor change due to a mutation or other event. It strikes me how 

this biological evolutionary theory actually applies to our indi-

vidual, spiritual, emotional lives. We create our routines and 

our lives move along in a somewhat constant way, hopefully 

with gradual personal growth happening in the background, 

until an event hits our lives with a sudden impact. These inci-

dents that puncture our equilibrium force us to shift our per-

spective and create a new reality. We are transformed by what 

causes a fissure in our lives and at first seems to break us. 

  

In my own life, I have been through serious illness, divorce, 

the death of young and old people close to me, and supporting 

those around me through addiction, cancer, and mental health 

struggles. Each of these situations has brought its own anguish, 

attempt for understanding, and search for a path forward. In 

these moments of life, we struggle to understand the circum-

stances and ways to cope. I was once told, ñNo death stands 

alone.ò Our lives are composed of the connective fiber of our 

life experiences. We experience a sudden brokenness in the 

context of everything else we have been through and who we 

are at that moment in time.  

  

Afterward, we continue to process and mesh the experience 

with our previous life perspective, forming a new vision and 

way of being that contains the old material woven with our 

new passages. Sometimes it feels like our life is never the same 

again. Well, it isnôt; we have evolved. 

  

Although it is an internal process, we depend on others to 

move ourselves forward. The people around us provide per-

spective, comfort our pain, push us forward, and often hold up 

a mirror so we may see more deeply what is happening inside 

of us. It is invaluable to have a community to which you can 

bring the questions, feelings, uncertainties, and fledgling reali-

zations. In our Unitarian Universalist faith community we grow 

together emotionally and intellectually. 

  

The CUC Adult RE Support Team is having initial conversa-

tions about how we can create more opportunities for growth 

and learning. We want to intentionally allow the space for dis-

cussing life transitions, topics of interest, theological explora-

tion, faith identity, ethical questions, and shared experiences. 

There are many formats for doing this whether in a single 

class, ongoing discussion group, field trip, lecture, or spiritual 

practice. We welcome your thoughts and ideas as we go 

through the process. Let us know what has punctuated your 

equilibrium and what questions it has raised for you that would 

be better processed in beloved community. Adult Religious 

Education is about sharing our stories in the context of a fo-

cused topic, so that we learn from one another. In this way, we 

continue to transform the cracks of our brokenness into beauti-

ful lines of our personal evolution.
